A CHAPTER OF THE GOOD SAM CLUB

ARTICLE I – NAME

As Chartered by the International Good Sam Recreational Vehicle Club, this Chapter shall be known as Cranberry Country Cruisers and was organized on September 26, 2005.  The aforementioned shall recognize the International Good Sam Club’s Constitution and By-Laws as their ultimate body of law.

The Cranberry Country Cruisers will always use the terminology “Chapter” when referring to its organization.  The term “Club” always means International Good Sam Recreational Vehicle Club.

This Chapter will only use the Good Sam name and logo in good taste and to promote the Good Sam Pledge and general activities and in a manner consistent with the Club Constitution, By-Laws and General Policies of the Club.  The Chapter agrees to cease and desist from all use of the Good Sam name and logo upon loss of its charter from the Club for any reason.

ARTICLE II – PURPOSE

It is the purpose of this Chapter to operate a social organization to promote the use and enjoyment of recreational vehicles and outdoor fellowship among its members through trips and group activities.  This Chapter shall maintain an attitude, which is strictly non-sectarian, non-partisan, non-sectional, and non-racial and shall be dedicated to bringing together people interested in the ideals and principles of the International Good Sam Recreational Vehicle Club. 

ARTICLE III – GENERAL MEMBERSHIP

Section I.  All people who are members in good standing with the International Good Sam Club, and who are interested in the promotion of good recreational vehicle camping and the purpose for which the Chapter was formed, are eligible for membership.

Section II.  Each membership will include one couple or single and any dependent children.  To obtain membership, the candidate shall submit a written application to the Club.  Payment of annual dues and acceptance of the Good Sam Pledge will be considered as an integral part of the application.

ARTICLE IV – CHAPTER OFFICERS

Section I.  Elected officers of this Chapter shall be the President, Vice-President, and Secretary/Treasurer.  Appointed officers of this Chapter shall be the Wagon Master, Legislative Representative, and such additional officers as deemed necessary by members of this Chapter.

Section 2.  All officers will be elected, or appointed by the Chapter President, at an annual Chapter meeting and will hold office for two (2) years.

ARTICLE V – EMBLEM

The Chapter emblem must include either the words “Good Sam” or include a reasonable facsimile of the Good Sam logo, in order for it to meet the requirements established by the International Good Sam Club.  Your State Director must approve the emblem before it is recognized as official.

ARTICLE VI – AMENDMENTS

Amendments to this Constitution shall be made only with the approval of a three quarters (3/4) vote by the membership of this Chapter.
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
